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Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) for Senior Seminar Credit

Requirements for Completion

Students who complete adequate Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) projects are able to meet several graduation requirements at Sutherlin High School.  The AST instructor will supervise and approve all credit earned in this way.

In order to use the Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) to fulfill Senior Seminar credit (1/2 credit towards graduation), the student is required to:

1. Complete the requirements for and earn the FFA State Degree
a. Logged 500 Hours of paid/unpaid experience

b. Participated in 30 FFA Activities and 10 community activities
c. Logged 25 hours of community service

d. Met the following minimums or a combination of the two:

i. Earned and invested $1,500 in their entrepreneurship project(s)

ii. Worked 900 paid/unpaid hours of placement experience

e. Pass the FFA knowledge test

2. Have an instructor or counselor present for the State Degree interview OR present the State Degree portfolio to a qualified individual before the State Degree interview
OR the student may meet the following requirements:

1. Have a minimum of two (2) years of completed and approved SAE recordbooks

2. Have completed a total 300 hours of experience (paid or unpaid) in the course of the SAE recordbooks 

3. Prepare an electronic portfolio presentation of the SAE

4. Present the portfolio to a committee consisting of the AST instructor, one SHS counselor, and one other qualified person
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
